Gerald
has also written riveting biographies to accompany the portraits, each piece
sharing poignant stories from their fascinating lives and insightful remarks
about the marks they have made on this earth.

The Manitoba Museum began touring 30 portraits and biographies of Ger-
ald’s work in 2006. The Portraits of the North exhibit has toured nationally
and internationally and is currently on display at the Wanuskewin Heritage
Park in Saskatchewan.
